MULTIPLICATION - CONCENTRATION
Number of players:  2 – 4

Grades:  K – 12 (depending on the equations used)

Materials:
Index cards or card stock squares

(Included are copies of 24 beginning matching cards for multiplying  by one)

Construction:  Make sets of item pools on the index cards or cards stock squares.  (Copy the next 4 pages on card stock and cut out)

Procedures:  
Shuffle all item pool cards and place them face down on the table in rows.  The first child turns over two cards.  If the cards match (equation to product), the player keeps the pair.  If they do not match, the cards are returned to their original spots face down and the next student gets a turn.  The object is to remember the location of particular cards in order to form pairs.  The game is over when all the cards are picked, and the winner is the player who has the most matched pairs.
Variations:
1.  More cards can be added or taken away depending on the grade level.  

2. Use with different equations for different grade levels.

3. Add other operation equations to the set.  (see other concentration game starters for addition, subtraction, division, multiplication, etc. on my product list ()

4. If you saved this to a word program you can just change the equations and answers on the card sheets to meet your needs.
