How to Correct Double Negatives

Double negatives
Definition: a grammatically incorrect use of two negatives, which results in an unintentionally positive meaning of the sentence. Never, no, nobody, none, no one, not, nothing are all negative words.
When hunting for double negatives in your writing, keep in mind that the negative word not often appears in such contractions as can't, don't, haven't, and isn't. The words barely, hardly, and scarcely also function as negative words. 
Correcting Double Negatives
