	When readers resume reading, they often retell the main things that have happened so they can get their mind back into the world of the story.
	Readers use what the characters say to help themselves think about what might happen later in the story.
	Readers take exactly what the author gives them (who, what, where) and start to picture it.  Then they revise or change that picture so it becomes a movie in their mind.
	Readers think deeply about what is going on in the text and then try to make meaning out of what the characters are really doing and why.
	Readers retell a story across their fingers, highlighting only the most important parts of the text.
	Readers extract meaning by looking at the entire text to figure out the “big idea.”  One way to do this is to examine the journey the main character takes from the beginning to the end of the story.  
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
