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How to use this book

Whole Class


The project sheets can be copied, mounted, and laminated for display in a center or workstation where students can go if they finish their work early. The black line masters can be copied and placed there for students to use along with a variety of art supplies and paper. Students may be given a choice as to which project they complete or the teacher can direct it.

Individual


Each student can be given a copy of the project sheet to keep at his or her desk or in a folder. As they complete a project, they can mark it and move on to other projects. 

Classroom Display


It may be helpful to have an area of the classroom such as a bulletin board or a spare wall for students to display the projects they complete that month. This can serve as motivators for the slower workers in your classroom and also to encourage students to complete a project outside of their comfort zone.
