Content:  Math

Time Period:
Grade Level: First

Lesson Name:  Baseball Math – 30 minutes, Extra time activity (if needed) – 15 minutes


Aim:  Students will play a math game to review first grade math facts. 
Materials:

Marker
Four blank pieces of white paper

Blank pieces of white paper for each student

Pencils for each student
Input and Modeling of the Information:  

1.  Explain:  “Today we are going to play a math game to help you practice math facts.  The game is called Baseball Math and is similar to a game of baseball.
Guided Practice:

1. Move desks so there is a simple baseball diamond with a home plate, first base, second base and third base.  Label each of the desks used as a plate with a tent sign.  

2. Explain:  “I am going to divide the class into two teams and assign a ‘batting order’.  The batting order is the order that you will answer math facts.  This desk will be home plate, this desk will be first base, this base will be second base and this desk will be third base.”

3. Explain, “When it is your turn to bat, I will ‘pitch’ you a math fact.  If you answer correctly, you get to move to first base.  If you answer incorrectly, you are out and must move to the end of the batting line and it is the next person’s turn.  Students answering correctly will move around the bases as toward home plate.  

4. The rules of the game are:  Your team will get a point each time a person reaches home base.  But, after three people get out, it is the next team’s turn to bat.  If your team is not up to bat, you will need to sit in desks off to the side so there is room for students to move around the bases.  You must also walk to the bases instead of running.  I am going to pitch quickly, so if you can’t answer the math fact after a few seconds you are out.”

5. Play several innings of the game.

6. Math facts to use:  (if the beginning of the year use the first facts, if the middle of the year, use the middle facts, if the end of the year, use the last facts)  0+1, 1+1, 2+2, 3+0, 2+3, 1+5, 3+3, 9+0, 9+1, 2+6, 3+5, 4+1, 2+4, 5+5, 4+4, 6+6, 4+6, 7+3, 8+2, 1-1, 5-1, 4-1, 3-1, 8-1, 2-1,  10-1
Close:

1.  Have both teams shake hands at the end of the game and tell each other ‘good job’, as we do at the end of a real ball game.
Additional time activity – 15 minutes:  

Have students draw a baseball diamond and write the facts that they missed during the game or facts they feel they need to practice on each base.  Example:
