Diagnostic Test 1

Judge if the following sentences are correct (C) or wrong (W): 

Example:   __W__ I will never loose my focus in college.

1. __W___  
They invited Mary and I to the party.  (Wrong Pronoun Case: ‘I’ ( ‘me’)


2. __W__  
Barking madly, the dignified old lady found her dog inside the washer. (Misplaced Modifier: ‘barking madly’ should follow and modify ‘dog’)
3. __C___  
Each of his friends is interested in martial arts. (Correct: The subject is ‘each,’ not ‘friends.’)
4. __W___  
Again, he asked for more money, and his dad gives it to him. (Tense Shift: ‘gives’( ‘gave’—keep the past tense)
5. __W__  
When one writes a thesis, you should make the points parallel. (Pronoun Shift: from ‘one’ to ‘you’—Use only one pronoun to refer to everyone)
6. __W___  
He can't decide whether to be a dancer, a teacher, a doctor, or go into law. (Faulty Parallelism: Change ‘go into law’ to ‘a lawyer’ to keep the pattern.)
7. __W___  
Amy told her mom that her car was just too embarrasing. (Faulty Pronoun Reference: ‘her car’ can refer to ‘Amy’ and ‘her mom.’ Change ‘her car’ to ‘Amy’s car’ or ‘Amy’s mom’s car’—Specify whose car to make the idea clear. Misspelling: ‘embarrasing’( ‘embarrassing’ )
8. __W___  
Having finished the homework, pizza sounded good. (Dangling Modifier: The subject ‘pizza’ cannot logically be modified by ‘having finished the homework.’ Correction: Supply a logical subject for the modifier ‘having finished the homework’—any human subject is good here. ‘Having finished the homework, John felt that pizza sounded good’ or ‘Having…, she wanted to eat pizza.’) 
9. __W__  
Show your intelligence and do well in college, then nobody can put you down. (Comma Splice: Using a comma to connect two independent clauses (IC), each of which can stand as a sentence alone. Corrections: 1. Turn the first IC into a DC (dependent clause): ‘If you show…, (then) nobody….’ 2. Add a coordinating conjunction to connect the two ICs: ‘Show your intelligence and do well in college, so nobody can put your down.’)
10. __W___  
I've worked really hard, I should pass the course. (Comma Splice: In addition to the solutions given for #9, the semicolon can be used to connect the two causally related short ICs: ‘I’ve worked…; therefore, I should….’)
11. __W___  
There is no point complaining now it is to late. (Fused Sentence: Two complete thoughts are fused together in one sentence due to lack of needed punctuation or connecting words. Correction: ‘There is no point complaining now that it is too late.’ Also change ‘to’ to ‘too.’)
12. __W___  
As long as you keep learning and trying to reach your potential.  (Fragment: Incomplete sentence and thought. Correction: Add any words to complete the thought. ‘As long as…, you can make your dreams come true.’) 
13. __C___  
Half of the class were gone when I arrived. (Correct: The group/collective noun ‘class’ is used in its concrete sense to refer to members of the ‘class’ since an abstract class cannot do anything logically.)  
14. __W___  
This is a challenging course, but not more then you can handle. (Wrong Word Choice: ‘then’( ‘than’)
15. __C___  
We write to be read, so peer critiquing and peer evaluation are great learning activities. 
16. __C___  
She wishes that she were as pretty as Barbie and as rich as Bill Gates. (Correct: The subjunctive mood requires the unusual use of the verb ‘were’ to bring out the unreal, contrary-to-reality, wishful thinking.)
17. __W___  
The first thing a doctor does to a new-born is to cut its biblical cord. (Wrong Word Choice: ‘biblical’( ‘umbilical’) 
18. __W___  
To study or not to study make a big difference to a student’s GPA and future. (Subject-Verb Disagreement: ‘make’( ‘makes’ since the subject is a single idea with ‘or.’)
19. __W___  
If you had not wasted your first two years in college, you can be graduating this summer.   (Mood Shift: from the subjunctive, contrary-to-past-reality mood in the ‘if’ clause to the real, factual mood in the main clause. Correction: ‘can’( ‘could’)
20. __W___  
The teacher advises us to focus on college, work hard, stay organized, and we are  also advised not to take too many classes.  (Voice Shift: from the active voice to the passive voice. Correction: ‘The teacher advises us to focus…, stay organized, and not to take too many classes.’ The sentence has also faulty parallelism: The correction will keep the pattern and rhythm.)

[Note: The continuous tense is better than the simple past tense here because the continuous tense can bring out the tension of the moment and the sting of the staring.] Naturally, the guy __was embarrassed__ (embarrass), and he quietly __slunk__ (slink) back to his table.


A few minutes later, the woman __walked__ (walk) over __to__ him and _apologized__ (apologize).  __Smiling__ (smile), she said, "I'm sorry if I _have embarrassed_ (embarrass) you just now. [Note: Present perfect tense is better than the simple past tense here because the former emphasizes the effect of that past action to the present.] You see, I'm a graduate student _in__ psychology and, currently I __am conducting___ (conduct) a research project __on__ how people __respond___ (respond) to _embarrassing__ (embarrass) situations."


__Hearing__ (Hear) this, the shy guy __shouted__ (shout) at the top of his _lungs__, "What do you mean by $200?"

This worksheet focuses on verb-related words and phrases. It is good to teach these:

· verb forms and spelling: doubling the final consonants: e.g., ‘wetting’ and ‘stopped’; 

· tenses: simple past versus past continuous; simple past versus present perfect; 

· voices: active versus passive: ‘embarrassing’ versus ‘embarrassed’
(Bonus:  Share two interesting, meaningful, and non-offensive story jokes in class for 5 points.)

13. Lack of moral values leads many couples to loose respect for each other, resulting in a lose of love.  (‘loose’( ‘lose’; ‘lose’( ‘loss’)
14. The only bad thing about this passed Tuesday was that I missed my English cause. (‘passed’( ‘past’; ‘cause’( ‘course’ or ‘class’)
15. Her boss’ husband is my twin sisters English teacher. (‘boss’’( ‘boss’s husband’; ‘twin sister’s English teacher’ or ‘twin sisters’ English teacher’—Challenge the students to tell the difference between the two valid choices.)
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Progress Test 2 — Verb
Fill in each blank with the right verb/form or word:

1. "Chance ____favors___ (favor) a __prepared__ (prepare) mind" (Louis Pasteur). [Ask students the difference between the verbs ‘prepared’ and ‘preparing’. Which kind of mind would a boss prefer?]
2. "It is only by _writing__ (write), by _practicing__ (practice) the art long and regularly that a writer __develops__ (develop) his ear, i.e., that sense which eventually _enables__ (enable) a writer to hear where the power of the word __lies__ (lie) and, ultimately, his own voice" (J. Fairfax and J. Moat). [Note: Use this to teach and reinforce subject-verb agreement, while sending out a key message about writing: it takes a lot of practice to write well.] 
3. People who never do more than they get __paid__ for never __get__ paid for anything more than they __do__"  (Kemmons Wilson, founder of Holiday Inns). [Note: Challenge the class with this one with the hint that there are only 3 verbs in the sentence and the verbs need to be in the right voice. The context cues should enable the class to figure them out. Afterwards, ask the class if this statement also applies to the school setting.]
4. The late actor Steve McQueen once __admitted__ (admit), "If I __had__ not __become__ an actor, I __would__ have __become__ a criminal." [Note the subjunctive mood contrary to the past reality, since he died an “actor.”]
5. A husband was __watching__ a football game at home when his wife _requested__ (request), “Honey, could you _fix_ the light in the hallway? It __has__ been __flicking__ (flicker) for weeks now.” He looked at her and said angrily, “_Fix__ the light? Now? Does it __look__ like I have a G. E. logo __printed__ (print) on my forehead?” “Well, then, __could__ you fix the fridge door? It won’t __shut__ right.” To this, the husband __replied__, “Does it look like I __have__ Westinghouse __printed__ on my forehead?” “Fine,” she said. “Could you at __least___ fix the steps to the front door?” “I’m not a __handyman__, and I don’t __want__ to fix the steps,” he __barked__ (bark). “Does it look like I have Ace Hardware written on my forehead? I’ve __had__ enough of you. I’m __going__ to the bar!” 

After a couple hours of __drinking__ in the bar, he started to __feel__ guilty about the lousy way he __had treated__ (treat) [Note: The past perfect tense is needed here to make clear the past of a past action.] his wife and __decided_ to  __go__ home and __help__ out. As he _walked_ in, he __noticed__ that the steps, the hall light and the fridge door _had__ all __been__ fixed. [Note: The past perfect tense in passive voice is needed here to emphasize the completion of a past action and its effect.] “Honey, who __has___ fixed them?” he asked his wife. [Note: The present perfect tense is used in the direct speech and to emphasize the effect.] She said, “Well, after you __left__, I  __went__ outside the house and cried. A nice young man __asked___ me what ___was___ wrong, and I __told__ him. He kindly __offered__ to do all the repairs, and all I __had_ to do was either sleep with him or __bake__ him a cake.” “So, what kind of cake ___did__ you bake him?” he asked.  She replied, “Hellooooo… Do you __see__ Betty Crocker __printed__ on my forehead?”  [Note: This joke is good for teaching various verb forms (tense, voice) and verbal expressions. You may want to make the disclaimer first to emphasize that you, the teacher, do not recommend the wife’s way to solve relationship problems. At the same time, use the joke as a reminder to emphasize the fact that ‘Relationships of any kind need to be nurtured!’

6. Life has its ups and downs no matter what I plan to go forward on the roller coaster to success.  (Error Type: Fused Sentence.  Correction:  ‘Life… downs. No matter what, I plan…’)
7. I want to prove to the world that I am intelligent, nobody can put me down.  (Error Type: Comma Splice. Correction: ‘I …, so nobody can…’)
8. When students fall behind, it seemed impossible to catch up and you may give up completely.  (Error Type: Tense Shift and Pronoun Shift. Correction: ‘When…, it seems impossible to catch up and they may ….’)
9. Sticking to a tofu diet, her weight gradually came down.  (Error Type: Dangling Modifier. Correction: Sticking to a tofu diet, she gradually lost weight.) 
10. College students must be alert in class in order to do that you have to sleep enough.  (Error Type: Fused Sentence and Pronoun Shift.  Correction: ‘College…. In order to do that, they have….’)
11. Taking good care of your important relationships are important for you to do well in college. (Error Type: Subject-Verb Disagreement: ‘are’( ‘is’)
12. Typically, an imaginative person display the traits of being creative, open-minded, inquisitive, and who has focus and knowledge. (Error Type: Subject-Verb Disagreement and Faulty Parallelism. Correction: ‘…person displays…and focused and knowledgeable’)
13. The nice man dutifully cooks for his sick mother, cleans her house, drives her around, and her laundry is done daily, too. (Error Type: Voice Shift. Correction: ‘The nice man… and does her laundry daily, too.’)
