Sentence Subjects

· Every sentence, in order to be complete, must have a subject. 

· The subject is the part of the sentence that tells what is being talked about. 

· The subject is always a noun or a pronoun.

Here is an example: 

Steve fell, tripped on his laces, and landed in the mud.

“Steve” is the one who fell, tripped on his laces, and landed in the mud.

Therefore, “Steve” is the subject of the sentence. 

Here is another example:

I like to eat a lot of burritos.   

“I” am the one who likes to eat a lot of burritos. 

Therefore, “I” is the subject of the sentence. 

Here is a last example:

Mike loves, and plays the game of baseball.  

“Mike,” is the one who loves, and plays the game of baseball; 

Therefore, “Mike” is the subject of the sentence.
