Gumball Probability
Follow these steps to study probability BEFORE you eat your gumballs!

Problem:  You and your partner have a bag of 10 gumballs to share.  To get the same amount, you will each get to take how many?  Everybody has certain favorite colors, but the fairest way to pick is RANDOMLY.  Before you each choose randomly, figure out the probability of choosing certain colors!
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Now, let’s get ready to CHOOOOOOOOSE!

Let’s think FRACTIONS:


The numerator is the amount of gumballs we’re working with.





The denominator is the TOTAL number of gumballs.





Now, let’s think PROBABILITY:


In your fraction, the numerator represents the CHANCES you have of choosing that color gumball.


The denominator means how many total chances you have of choosing any color!
