Children will test limits. They will whine and argue to find out how you react.


If these negative behaviors are rewarded (the children get what they want), they will use the negative behaviors again.

(Attention, Power, Revenge, Self-Confidence) It is our role, as adults in their lives, to help to identity what is causing this behavior and to try our best to include the child in this process.
