Day 1:

Preview of the unit:


“We will closely study five heroes.  In this we will attempt to get a better understanding of what heroes are like.  We will see how these heroes used their talents and gifts to help others.  This will eventually bridge into using our own talents and gifts to help our school through a student generated service project.” 

T-Chart:


“Who are some heroes that you know of?”


“What are some qualities of heroes?”

Hero Poem Lesson Plan Sample

Objective: 

The students will be able to read and understand the poem “Heroes”
Focus/Motivation:


“Now we are going to learn a new poem that is all about heroes.”

Input:


“I’m going to read it through once.  (Read poem with pointer.)  Now let’s read it together.  Are there any hard words in the poem that you see?  (Let students come up and point to words they thought were hard. Have students circle those words on the poem.  Words I want to definitely cover are overcoming, changing the world, curious and unselfish.)  Can anyone help tell us what they think ______ means?  (Write students responses in a certain color next to all the words they thought were hard.)  Let’s say the poem together again, but I need someone to help me point to the words.” (Repeat this a few times choosing different people to do the pointing.  Be sure that the students stay with the pointer to help reinforce the one to one concept, etc.)
