What should we do with the leftovers?

How to use: What should we do with the leftovers?

Engage: Ask students what do they do at home when they have leftover food? Record student responses on chart paper. Then ask, do you always do the same thing with them? I always share that when we have ham or turkey, we make a week long menu out of it with different meals. Some things we do are: ham salads, ham sandwiches, fried ham, and several other different ideas. Then put up the problem 26/5 and ask the students will the answer to this division problem always be the same. (Record responses). Ask if the answer will ever be different. If students say yes, please allow them a chance to justify their thinking. 

Give students “what to do with leftovers” study sheet and discuss how to interpret a remainder. After these have been discussed, give student activity and allow them to cut out each situation, record it in math journal, and leave space to work and justify thinking.
