How To Use This Substitute Kit…
As teachers we all know the truth.  It is honestly easier to go ahead and drag yourself into school when sick or cancel the long over due appointment than it is to plan for a substitute during an emergency or planned absent.  Substitute days are typically lost days.  We try to come up with somewhat meaning instruction for someone else to complete with students.  However, even the best substitute can’t read your mind (or your plan book) and many times and you end up re-teaching the content anyway. As a teacher, you have an enormous amount of work to do and content to cover and can’t afford to miss any instructional days.  In addition, those of you working as subs, have the daunting responsibility of reporting into a brand new job each day without the foggiest clue of what is in store for you.  This plan was written for regular classroom and substitute teachers.  

Everything is written for you!  All you need to do is program (this is an electronic copy – so go ahead and type before printing) the class schedule, the class procedures sheet and the content lesson time periods for your specific classroom so the sub knows when to do what and then place the plans and a class roster in a folder on your desk. That’s it!  You can keep the plans on your desk for an emergency situation or use them for a scheduled absence. The only materials you need to make sure the sub and students have access to are everyday desk/tub items such as pencils, crayons, scissors, glue, writing paper, construction paper and a white board or chalkboard.  So, treat yourself and allow someone else to do the planning for you!  


You can pick and choose which lessons to include in your substitute folder for the day.  This kindergarten level kit contains:  The programmable information sheets, programmable class schedule, 30 minute reading lesson (Read aloud story with comprehension response in pairs), 30 minute math lesson (counting people, color shape review), 30 minute writing lesson (All About Me Drawing/Story), 30 minute social studies lesson (community helpers), 30 minute art lesson (My Unique Drawing), 15 minute movement and coordination lesson (Acting Out), 15 minute music lesson (Wheels on the Bus) and 15 minute extension lesson (indoor game).  The lessons are designed to be presented in a way consistent to the standard cycle of instruction.

Grade Level:  Kindergarten

Lesson Name:  All About Me Drawing – 30 minutes


Aim:  Students will practice developing writing ideas by drawing pictures of their favorite things.

Materials:

Blank white paper for each student; PREFOLDED INTO FOURTHS 

Crayons for each student

White board and white board markers or chalkboard and chalk

Input and Modeling of the Information:  

1. Explain:  “Today we are going to tell stories through pictures.  What are some of your favorite animals?  What is your favorite food?  What is your favorite color?  What is your favorite shape?”  Call on several students to report out favorite animals.  

2. Explain:  “The story we write is going to be about you and the things you like the most.    I am going to give you a piece of paper with four boxes that looks like this.”  Draw a paper divided into fourths on the board.  “In each box you are going to draw a picture of something.  In the first box you are going to draw yourself playing with your favorite toy.”  Write the word ‘toy’ in the bottom of the first box.  “In the second box you are going to draw a picture of your favorite animal.”  Write the word ‘’animal in the bottom of the second box.  “In the third box you will draw your favorite shape AND use your favorite color to color it.”  Write the words ‘shape’ and ‘color’ in the bottom of the third box.  “In the last box you will draw your favorite food.”  Write ‘food’ in the bottom of the last box.

3. Explain:  “Then I am going to ask for volunteers to tell a story about themselves using the pictures that they drew.”

4. Model to the students that you want them to fill up the entire space by drawing a stick figure that fills up the entire rectangle.  Do not give them pieces of paper until you want them to begin.

Understanding check:

1. As a class go over each of the boxes on the board reading each of the words again.  Check to see if all children understand what they will draw in each box.

1. Ask a couple of students to repeat back what they are suppose to do (draw pictures and tell story about self.)

Guided Practice:

1. Give each student the pre-folded blank piece of paper (before class fold a stack of papers into fourths), tell them to write their name at the top and allow them to begin.
