

This contains everything you need to play LCM (Least Common Multiple) Challenge.  All instructions, game cards, and teacher cheat sheet are included for this game.  All you need to do is make copies and play!!!

LCM Challenge:

This set of cards is for the LCM Challenge.  Print as many copies as you need for your class.  If you make multiple copies, you may want to copy each set onto a different color of bright cardstock.  This makes it easy to see which deck a missing card goes into.  You may also want to laminate the cards for years of use.  

Instructions are on the next page.  You can modify the instructions to fit your class.  Page 5 and 6 is the teacher cheat sheet for all cards.  Page 7 is the cover of the cards that can be printed on one side of all cards.  The last 2 pages are the actual playing cards. 

You can give extra credit or a reward to the person that wins or just let them play for fun.
Teachers Notes:  

I have included a Cheat Sheet so you can quickly find the answers and you don’t have to figure all the answers out. 

I like to do this activity when we are learning LCM and then again when they start to add fractions with unlike denominators to reinforce the purpose learning LCM.

LCM Challenge:

Players:  Whole class, students set up in pairs (you may have one group of three if necessary)
Materials:  LCM Challenge cards (1 deck)

I play this with the whole class.  You could let the students use the cards to work in small groups.  My students like the challenge of the game.  

Whole Class instructions:

Divide the groups into pairs.  I quickly do this by having them challenge the person in the row next to them.  Turn their desks facing each other, so you remember who is challenging who.  

Shuffle the deck of cards.  
Round 1 -5:  

Turn over two cards.  Read the numbers aloud or write them on the overhead/board.  Students write the numbers down on their papers then try to be the first one in the pair to find the LCM.  I allow them to use any method they want to find the LCM.  Once they find the LCM, they must write it down, circle it, and raise their hand.  I quickly go around and check to see if they are correct.  The first person in each pair that gets it correct gets a point.  I still have the other person in the pair finish it so I can make sure everyone can find the LCM.
