Suggestions for using this activity:
Choose a different word each week.  Words could come from your spelling list, thematic unit, science or social studies, vocabulary lists, or other sources.

Suggestions for mystery words include: September (or other month), Halloween (or other holiday), caterpillar, mystery, autumn, vacation, or any other word you choose.  Words with 6 or more letters work best.

Change the letters at the top of the sheet to the letters in your mystery word by double clicking on them and typing over them.  Put the letters in alphabetical or random order.  To add or remove letter boxes, ungroup the text boxes, then copy or delete boxes as needed.
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Change the values of each type of word as needed to meet your class’s needs.
