Students get a great deal of practice with this 17- page packet of activities: 4 charts, quizzes, writing topics, fill-ins.  There are answer keys for all of the exercises.  Each chart gives students practice with between 15 and 20 verbs to practice the affirmative and negative commands of each verb.  They are divided into regular AR, ER/IR, irregulars, and reflexives.  My students have found this to be an easier way of learning the command forms.  They also have the opportunity to practice with contrasting ideas such as 
Tome Ud. las vacaciones en junio.  No las tome Ud. en septiembre.  (Contrast is the month.) This allows them to be creative and forces them to use both affirmative and negative.  There’s also a section on La Corte de la Jueza Judy.
