Grade Level: First Grade

Subject: Social Studies, Language Arts

Objectives: For students to be able to recognize the impact made by Martin Luther King Jr. and for each student to create their own dream based on what they believe and put it into words.

Materials: Students will each need a copy of the “I have a dream” speech bubble. Also, if you choose to do a KWL chart you can give one to each student as well.
Lesson: Begin by asking the students if they know who Martin Luther King Jr. is and what they know about him. I have provided a picture that can be used as a reference to show the students.  You can make copies for students to color in if you would like.

Martin Luther King, Jr. was born on January 15th, 1929. His birth name was Michael Luther King, Jr., but later had his name changed to Martin. Martin Luther attended segregated public schools in Georgia, graduating from high school at the age of fifteen. Education was very important to Martin Luther, so he continued to go to school! He went to college for many more years until 1955, where he earned his doctorate. He was at school in Boston, where he met and married Coretta Scott, a woman who loved the arts. Soon after, two sons and two daughters were born into the family.

Potential Discussion Questions:

Martin Luther King, Jr. believed that people should not be judged by how they look. How do we all look alike in this classroom? How are we different? How would you feel if you were treated differently because of how you looked?
