If she had a cat named fluffy then she was poor .
If she skipped lunch on a regular basis then she walked to work all the time.
She drove to work all the time .

Laura Baker says:
If she liked the color blue then she skipped lunch on a regular basis.
If she drove to work all the time then she skipped lunch on a regular basis.
She did not have a cat named fluffy .
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
