In order to choose the correct verb with these indefinite pronouns, you must look at the object of the preposition.

EX: None of these storms (is, are) as big as the last one.

G. Subjects joined by and usually take a plural verb (unless it names one person or combination).

EX: Griffey and Dunn (plays, play) outfield. 

EX: A famous player and coach (manages, manage) the Reds.

H. Singular subjects joined by or or nor take a singular verb. 

EX: The teacher nor the principal ( is, are ) here today.

I. Plural subjects joined by or or nor take a plural verb. 

EX: The teachers nor the students ( is, are ) here.

J. When a singular subject and a plural subject are joined by or or nor, the verb agrees with the subject nearer the verb. 

EX: The teachers nor the principal ( is, are ) here. 

       The principal nor the teachers ( is, are ) here.  ****
