Grade Level - 3-5 language arts
Objectives:
The student will be able to 
1.  recognize geographical characteristics of the prairie. (Wyoming, Kansas, Nebraska).
2. associate  MacLachlan’s  personal background (grew up in Wyoming) with settings from her books.
3. recognize plot elements from What You Know First, Sarah Plain and Tall, and MacLachlan’s personal  influences.
4. Recognize the sound and musical qualities of prairie music.

Lesson Format

** Note: Before beginning this lesson, students should have at least read the first chapter of Sarah, Plain and Tall.


1.  Show students the slide show entitled “Patricia MacLachlan.”   (Sample below) After showing the first slide that shows MacLachlan’s picture, be sure to tell the students that she won the Newbery Medal for distinguished story by an American author in 1986 for Sarah, Plain and Tall.
