e.g. reminder such as, “Give me the sound the letter makes not the name,” which is an important

direction when asking them the to say the consonant sounds and short sounds. Also don’t forget to

prompt students to say a different sound they can think of for letters c and g. Even if they repeat the 

same sound given the first time you can say can, “think of another way.” 
Final Tip (Save Trees and Time!): Keep two student page booklets handy rather then printing one for

each student. Use different color highlighters for each grading period, for Baseline, Mid- Year and

Year End to show progress on one paper. Using a pencil you can erase old scores and update with new 

scores received as long as you have logged the previous scores elsewhere on the student score 

spreadsheet.
