Analogies

An analogy is when two words or ideas are combined to demonstrate a relationship.   We use these to enhance our writing in the same way we use metaphors and similes.  For example, we may use a the idea of cooking to show how a book is written.

CAT : MOUSE ::  MATHEMATICIAN : ANSWER

The single colon (:) represents the phrase “is to”, and the double colon (::) represents the word “as”.  So it is read, “Cat is to mouse as mathematician is to answer.”  Let’s try some others:
