Romeo and Juliet 

Vocabulary Notebook

Directions: This strategy is called Vocabulary Sightings, and in your notebook you will number each word.  After the number you will write the vocabulary word, where you found the word in the play (Please use the literature book.), in which act the word is located, in which scene the word is located, from which line the word is located, and the context of the word.  The context will include the characters that are speaking, what the characters are saying, or what is occurring during the dialogue.  You must present enough information for me to know that you understand the word and its meaning.

Sample: Sups, p. 1004, Act I, Scene 2, Line 90, Benvolio is speaking to Romeo, attempting to convince him to come to the Capulet’s party.  Benvolio tries to persuade Romeo to come by telling him that Rosaline will be there dining (supping) at the party.

Scoring: There are a total of 29 words.  Each word is worth 5 points and must include all requirements in order to receive the 5 points.  The context must be well explained or 3 points will be taken from the 5 points.  This makes the vocabulary notebook worth a total of 145 points.
