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Transitional Words and Phrases

Transitional words and phrases provide the glue that holds ideas together in writing. They provide coherence (that hanging together, making sense as a whole) by helping the reader to understand the relationship between ideas, and they act as signposts that help the reader follow the movement of the discussion.

 Transitional expressions, then, can be used between sentences, between paragraphs, or between entire sections of a work. 

Add or Develop - above all, add to this, and also, besides, even more, furthermore, I repeat, in any event, indeed, in fact, in other words, likewise, moreover, that is, too 


Add Emphasis - as previously stated, indeed, in fact, surely, certainly 
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
