Instructions: Someone committed a crime, and the police have gathered statements from everyone. Use logic and the fact that each person either always lies or always tells the truth to figure out who is the guilty party!

1) 

James said: 

Both Robert and Marilyn tell the truth.
Marilyn didn't cheat on the test.

Marilyn said: 

James tells the truth.
Robert cheated on the test.

Robert said: 

Exactly one person, James or Marilyn, lies.
Marilyn didn't cheat on the test.



2) 

Andrew said: 

Both Lisa and Jennifer tell the truth.
Lisa murdered the policeman.

Jennifer said: 

Andrew is truthful.
Andrew didn't murder the policeman.

Lisa said: 

Both Andrew and Jennifer lie.
Andrew murdered the policeman.
