This system was designed to provide immediate feedback on behavior issues of students as well as document positive and negative student behavior on a weekly basis.  

Down the left side of the card are common behavior mistakes children make K-3.  The card can be used as is or reprogrammed with other behavior expectations.  Make copies of the card on bright colored card stock or paper so they are easily recognized.  Each child in your class will have a card each week of the school year (ie:  20 children times 40 weeks is 800 copies).  The cards are kept in cubbies, chair bags or file system – anywhere that is easily accessible to the teacher and the individual student, but not somewhere it will be lost, torn or taken home by mistake.  

If a student shows a behavior problem warn them once.  After one warning the child receives a check in the box that notes the behavior displayed.  This is immediate and concrete feedback to the student of the mistake they made. If the behavior is shown again, a second check is made in the same box for that day and so on.  Daily consequences for the number of checks are listed at the top.  

On the right side of the sheet are blank lines where the teacher can note behavior/motivation concerns and celebrations before sending the card home. 

At the end of the week on THURSDAY, the card is sent home for guardian signature and response.  The card should be returned the next day on FRIDAY for grade entry into the grade book…
