Overview:  Students work in teams of 3-4 students to create a fictitious town based on clues given.  Large chart paper is recommended along with colored markers, pencils or crayons.  Creativity is encouraged as long as directions are followed.  Great way to learn map skills and cardinal directions while building cooperative skills and teamwork!

You are on a mission to create the plans for a new town.  Here are the instructions – follow them carefully while including creativity & originality to complete your poster of Radsville!

• Draw the cardinal direction arrows (N, S, E & W) at the top of your poster.

• In the center of this town, a shopping center is to be built (use a rectangle to represent the perimeter of this building).

• North of the shopping center, Highway 101 runs West to East and stretches the entire distance of your town (poster).

• South of the shopping center, Mongoose Avenue runs West to East and stretches the entire distance of your town (poster).

• A curvy road, called Gecko Lane, connects Highway 101 and Mongoose Ave.

It runs North to South and is on the West side of the shopping center.

• West of Gecko Lane is Wipe Out Beach and extends all the way West.

• If you travel East on Mongoose Ave., you will run into Jammin’ Skateboard Park.  Mongoose Ave. dead-ends into the parking lot of this skate park.
