This is a typical Zoo Project Approach Unit. This Unit is based on authentic learning so every project made is life size. 

Day 1-Children are presented with a K-W-L chart completing the K & W sections. If not familiar with these type charts then the teacher must use time to explain.

---Allow children time to think about the animals in the zoo.

--Pick project leaders (team captains) and allow them to choose animals.   Then allow other students to choose groups. 

Have plenty of books ready and give them time to brainstorm about the animals that have chosen. Explain that they will be making a project about their animal.

Day 2- Conference with the children about the animals chosen. Talk about the project that they want to create. Ask why and what needs to be done in order to find out how. Such as wanting to make a tiger…Well “how long will it need to be?”

Day 3- Research—this may include books and/or computer. Begin work!  The rest will develop before your eyes. Refrain from telling them what will work best. Allow them the opportunity for trial and error. 
Continue as needed! Have FUN!
